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Cake Bowl
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This item is made by applying numerous coatings of flour glue to the wooden frame to facilitate the
adhesion of wood and Korean paper, and papering it twice with white Korean paper. Then, traditional
Dancheong designs are woven into the vessal by twisting multi-colored lettered Korean paper and mixing
them. Three further coatings of flour glue are then applied, as well as heated wild sesame oil, which is
absorbed into the paper to enhance humidity resistance and highlight the paper’s natural bealtty.
